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DON’TS

1. Don’t give students a choice unless you are willing to accept their decision.

2. Don’t deny a students way of thinking or feelings.

3. Don’t demand respect.

4. Don’t demand a behavior you can’t or don’t intend to enforce.

5. Don’t try to buy a student’s affection.

6. Don’t be afraid to make mistakes.

7. Don’t always expect students to tell you why they did something.

8. Don’t demand a confession of guilt.

9. Don’t teach students to be responsible by taking responsibility away from them.

10. Don’t expect students who are new Christians to behave like mature ones.

DO’S

1. Do accept choices if you give them.

2. Do accept their thinking and feelings. (Don’t have to agree with them)

3. Do earn respect.

4. Do enforce rules you set.

5. Do earn affection.

6. Do act before you react.

7. Do realize there are reasons why students can’t or won’t  or can’t express why they did something.

8. Do give students responsibility.  If you give them a job and they fail, don’t take it away from them.  Give them a second chance.

9. Do learn what is reasonable to expect from a student in the program.

10. Do learn to rely on the Holy Spirit to guide and direct your discipline.
